59 BOUNDARY CHANGES

It was reported that the public meeting held on 11th September in St. Ann’s Church had been well attended with the church full to capacity. A resolution had been passed deploring the recommendation of the Boundary Committee that Rainhill should be split in two.  A further resolution had been passed mandating the Parish Council to resist any future attempt to alter the Parish Council boundaries.

60 EXTERNAL AUDITOR – APPROVAL OF AUDIT RETURN

The accounts relating to the 2001/2002 financial year having been agreed under minute 40 at the previous meeting. The Audit Annual Return documentation including the “Statement of Assurance” for submission to the External Auditor was formally agreed and the Chairman authorised to sign the appropriate document prior to dispatch to the External Auditor. 

61 AGM of MAPTC 

Discussion took place on the need to bring the constitution of the Merseyside Association of Town & Parish Councils (MAPTC) into line with the agreed constitution for the Lancashire Association of Town & Parish Councils (LAPTC). It was agreed that the following resolution be placed before the AGM of the MAPTC. 

“Remove from the Merseyside Constitution the clause making it mandatory for the MAPTC to affiliate to the National Association (NALC)” 
62 YOUTH CLUB
The Clerk confirmed that he had formally written in July requesting the Chairman of the Youth Club to take steps to wind up the existing youth club charity.  Discussion took place on the cost of bringing the youth club up to a good standard of repair that would enable the building to be brought back into use. 

63 RESIDENTS’ COMMENTS, COMPLAINTS & URGENT MATTERS
The Clerk was asked to write to St. Helens Council requesting that in view of the recent death involving a vehicle at the junction of Tasker Terrace and Rainhill Road steps be taken to improve the safety of this junction by the possible construction of a mini roundabout.

Discussion took place on the effectiveness of the policing of Rainhill. It was agreed that a letter expressing the concerns of the Parish Council should be sent to Chief Superintendent Williams the Senior Police Officer in St. Helens bringing his attention to the widespread concerns at the poor level of policing within Rainhill.
