47 BOUNDARY CHANGES

Discussion took place on the recently published Boundary Committee draft recommendations for a new Borough Ward structure in St. Helens. Grave concern was expressed that it was proposed to remove the area of Rainhill from the railway station north of Warrington Road as far as Rainhill Stoops and to place this area into the Bold Borough Electoral Ward.  The Parish Council saw no logic in having a ward boundary that split the community of Rainhill in two with the boundary running through the village centre. It was agreed that a letter objecting to the Boundary Committee proposals should be sent. 

It was confirmed that a public meeting had been arranged for Wednesday 11th September at 7.30pm in St. Ann’s Church for residents to be made aware of the Boundary Committee proposals and to obtain the views of residents on the proposals. 

Discussion took place on the possible future implications for the boundaries of Rainhill Parish Council should the draft recommendations be finalised. It was agreed that any attempt to redraw parish boundaries to conform to borough ward boundaries would be strongly resisted.

P/02/1014 Blundells Hill Farm – Telephone mast erection. (It was felt that enough telephone masts already existed in Rainhill and that this mast was not appropriate as it was in the Green Belt).

P/02/0829 645 Warrington Road – Erection dwelling house.

P/02/0830 645 Warrington Road – Erect bungalow (The Parish Council objected to both of these applications. A large number of trees existed on the site that were subject to Tree Preservation Orders. The plans did not give sufficient detail on the number of trees that would be effected and in fact both plans gave conflicting information).
P/02/0787  8 Sandstone Close – Convert garage into living room. (Concern was expressed that this could result in on street parking).
