38 REPORTS 
· Public Open Spaces: Interior of Sports Pavilion at Holt POS has been painted. 
· Youth Club: See minute 40.
· Churchyard Committee: No report
· Rainhill Village Hall Management Committee: It had been identified that refurbishment work would soon be required to part of the roof.  
· St. Helens District Sports Council: No report

· Rainhill Heritage Society:  A successful visit to steam railway had taken place the previous week.
· Merseytravel Advisory Panel: No report. 
· Crime Prevention Team: It was reported that youth problems still exist in Rainhill with one problem spot. The youths currently causing problems are all residents of Rainhill.  Vehicle theft continues to be a problem.  The next meeting will be in St. Ann’s Millennium Centre on 7th August at 2pm.  
· Victim Support: Cllr. Mrs Kedge gave a report on the group's activities indicating that the new management and administrative system was working well. 
· St. Helens Council for Voluntary Service: The CVS was currently involved in a campaign to encourage St. Helens voluntary organisations to apply for lottery funding.
· Merseyside Association of Parish Councils: Discussion topics included Race Relations Act 2000, Internal Audit procedures, Local Government Bill 2002 and the NALC National Development Plan. The next meeting would be held at the Tithe Barn, Melling on 4th September at 7.30pm. 
39 CHARTER MARK RENEWAL

It was explained that the Charter Mark Assessor had spent a full nine-hour day in Rainhill meeting with Councillors representatives of voluntary organisations, residents Borough Council Officers and the Police Inspector. The Parish Office had been visited and the assessor had examined the clerical procedures. The process had been very rigorous and more comprehensive than at previous renewals.

40 APPROVAL 2001/2002 ACCOUNTS

The accounts relating to the 2001/2002 financial year were fully discussed and formally approved by the Parish Council.  The Clerk was authorised to submit the accounts to the external auditor.

41 RAINHILL YOUTH CLUB 

The Clerk reported that he had held a formal meeting with the Charity Commission who had willingly given guidance on the constitutions relation to the Youth Club and the Playground Charities. He also reported that he had attended a number of training sessions relating to lottery funding organised by St. Helens CVS over the past four weeks. The process of obtaining lottery funding would be complex and it currently took six months to process an application once submitted, a similar period may well be required to prepare the application. St. Helens had been designated a priority area for funding but funding would only be provided if the application fully justified the request. The Clerk had also been able to identify a number of other possible sources of funding. A surveyor was in the process of producing a schedule of work and costings for the refurbishment of the Youth Club. It was agreed that the Youth Club Management Committee should be informed of the Clerks findings as to the process of dissolving the Youth Club Charity with a view to them taking appropriate action.

42 BOUNDARY CHANGES
Full discussion took place on the schedule of actions for communicating the content of the draft proposals of the Boundary Committee to residents when the draft was published on 3rd September 2002. It was agreed that if appropriate a special meeting of the Council would be held on 9th September 2002 to discuss the draft recommendations. 

43 RACE RELATIONS (AMENDMENT) ACT 2000
It was formally agreed to adopt the following resolution:

“Rainhill Parish Council acknowledges the general duty placed upon it by the Race Relations (Amendment) Act 2000. The Council will continue within its functions and policies to have due regard to the need to eliminate discrimination, promote equality of opportunity and promote racial equality between people of different racial groups.”

Concern was raised about the lack of disabled access to the Post Office in Rainhill.
