25 REPORTS 
· Public Open Spaces: No report. 
· Youth Club: See minute 27.
· Churchyard Committee: No report
· Rainhill Village Hall Management Committee: AGM had been held on Tuesday 21st May.  The Hall had a healthy surplus of funds and was now operating as normal after the refurbishment. 
· St. Helens District Sports Council: No report

· Rainhill Heritage Society: The coming year’s programme was being planned.
· Merseytravel Advisory Panel: A very uneventful meeting. 
· Crime Prevention Team: Police officer from Eccleston and Thatto Heath had attended but none from Sutton Police Station. Police indicated that they were not being invited to visit schools. The next meeting would be at St. Ann’s Millennium Centre on 3rd July at 2pm.
· Victim Support: Cllr. Mrs Kedge gave a full report on the group's activities. 
· St. Helens Council for Voluntary Service: Cllr. Wright indicated he would be standing down from the committee in August. It was agreed that Cllr. Catherine Kedge would be the Parish Council nomination for the CVS management committee.
· Merseyside Association of Parish Councils: A meeting had been held at Rainford Civic Centre on 29th May. Prescot Town Council had decided not to renew its membership. Concern had been expressed at the meeting at the new audit regulations. Concern was expressed at the lack of guidance from NALC on the new audit arrangements. The next meeting would be at Knowsley Village Hall on 3rd July at 7.30pm. 
26 BOUNDARY COMMISSION

The action of the Clerk in responding to the request by the Boundary Commission for additional information on the Parish Council submission was endorsed. The view was expressed that the submission was excellent and fully justified the fact that St. Helens Borough Council could operate with 45 elected members. 
27 RAINHILL YOUTH CLUB 

Prior to the meeting the Councillors had made a site visit to the club. The interior had been vandalised and the roof was still leaking with the interior cladding damaged badly in one place.  It was agreed that immediate steps should be taken to terminate the lease by entering into discussions with the existing youth club management committee for the building to be passed either to the Parish Council or an appropriate charity. The Clerk was asked to take steps to obtain a building survey that would identify the repairs required and costs. Also costs should be obtained for the removal of the building and returning the site to a playing field. 
28 RESIDENTS' COMMENTS, COMPLAINTS & URGENT MATTERS
The actions taken by the Clerk in relation to issues raised by residents since the last meeting were noted and the actions taken endorsed.  The Clerk indicated that the majority of the issues raised were related to the possible boundary changes and the impact on the Jones estate.
