325 APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE 

Cllrs: J. Carroll, G. Jamieson, C. Wilson, B. Heydon, submitted apologies.  

The Chairman Cllr. Wood welcomed Cllr D. Kelly to her first Council meeting.  

326 DECLARATIONS OF INTERESTS

Cllr Thompson declared an interest in the correspondence relating to Rainhill Town FC and left the room during discussion of this item (minute 331).

327 MINUTES OF LAST MEETING 

The minutes of the meeting held on 20th March were agreed as a correct record. 

328 ANNUAL PARISH MEETING 2006 

The minutes of the meeting were approved as a correct record. It was noted that none of the issues raised were the direct responsibility of the Parish Council and as such had been passed to the responsible body for attention. 

329 POLICE REPORT

No report as no officer present.     

330 CLERK'S REPORT
The Clerk reported on the Good Citizenship Award and it was agreed to make no awards in 2006 but to advertise the 2007 awards in October 2006 seeking nominations. 

The Clerk reported his concerns relating to the distribution of the Annual Report, a number of councillors confirmed they had not received copies of the report. It was agreed to raise concerns with the distributor. The Clerk indicated the action he had taken following a complaint about inappropriate use of a football pitch by one of the teams using the Holt POS.   

331 CORRESPONDENCE

Rainhill Town FC – Request for refund of pitch hire fees.  (Whilst concerned that the team had been inconvenienced due to the cancellation of fixtures at Rainhill Park caused by poor weather and the water logged condition of the pitch it was not felt appropriate to make any refund of the hire fee).

 332 PLANNING APPLICATIONS
P/06/0415 140 St James Road – Demolition and erection of 4 new dwellings (The Council objects to these proposals as they would be inappropriate and would alter the environment and character of the area. The existing building should be retained and enhanced by any development proposals).

P/06/0440 15 Tasker Terrace – Retrospective change of use from A1 (sandwich) to A5 hot food takeaway. (This proposal is inappropriate and dangerous as the premises are on a sharp bend with a known accident record of vehicles running into the premises and causing extensive damage. Such a change of use would bring with it increased highway dangers as vehicles would almost certainly park on a dangerous bend as no safe parking exists within the vicinity of the shop premises).

P/06/0438 15 Tasker Terrace –To retain advertising board on footpath. (The display of this advertising board is inappropriate and dangerous as the premises are on a sharp bend with a known accident record of vehicles running into the premises and causing extensive damage).

P/06/0489 Manor Farm Mill Lane – Retrospective to retain satellite dish and security camera. (This proposal should be refused, it is inappropriate to mount a satellite dish and security cameras on a listed building. If these items are essential then a more suitable means should be found of erected them away from the building).

P/06/0576 Manor Farm Mill Lane – Construction of external access ramp to rear.
(This proposal as it currently exists should be refused; it is inappropriate to erect an external ramp without providing detailed information of its construction on a listed building.  If a ramp is provided it should harmonise with the building and be constructed of suitable material to blend in with the character of the listed building. .
