P/06/0686 2 Station Road – Change of use shop to restaurant plus extension to rear.

The Parish Council take the view that this is an inappropriate change of use for these premises as a restaurant business it will result in increased parking problems within the village centre. The application indicates that only two cars will visit the premises each day yet it has seating for 64 diners at any one time. It also indicates that no provision will be made for parking as vehicles will use public car parks but non exist in Rainhill.  Not only will this change generate additional vehicles visiting the village centre it will also displace the vehicles currently parking were the kitchen extension will be built.
