311 APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE 

Cllrs: M.J. Doyle JP, J. DeAsha, S. Glover, B. Heydon, submitted apologies, which were accepted.  

The Chairman opened the meeting by asking members to stand in silence in memory of Cllr. H. Johnson JP who had recently died. 

312 DECLARATIONS OF INTERESTS

No declarations of interest were declared.

313 MINUTES OF LAST MEETING 

The minutes of the meeting held on 23rd January were agreed as a correct record. 

314 POLICE REPORT

Sgt. A Pennington gave a detailed report on the policing of Rainhill since the last meeting. Indicating that five burglaries had taken place in a 50 day period, this was considered to be a low number. In total 18 vehicle related crimes had been reported which included two thefts of cars and the remainder theft from cars. It was indicated that while youth disorder was under control it still presented a problem in the Rainhill area and a cause for concern for residents. Problems still existed of inconsiderate parking often on pavements and yellow lines especially around schools and in the village centre. It was indicated that action would be taken by the police to address the parking issues.

The Clerk indicating he had not had any issued by residents since the last meeting. He had attended a number of HM Customs & Revenue training courses relating to on-line inputting of year end returns. It was indicated that all other actions taken were agenda items.

319 CHRISTMAS  DECORATIONS 
The Council had available and fully considered a comprehensive report prepared by the Clerk on all the implications of providing Christmas decorations in the village.
